Delivering Services

Role of the organisation
1 - To find good homes for cats in need.

2- To rescue stray cats found living on the streets.

3- To find the owners of the rescued stray cats and return the cats to their owners.

4- If owners of rescued cats cannot be found to place the cat(s) in a home environment to be looked after by a fosterer and attend to all the cat medical needs.

5- To re-home the cats referred to at 1,2,3 and 4 above when the cats are ready. Permanent homes will be found for these cats when it is clear there is no owner and all medical concerns have been attended to.

6- To offer a cost price (non profit) microchipping service to the public.

7- To give long term foster care to cats that cannot be re-homed.

8- To assist other rescues or any member of the public by offerring trapping services.

9- To assist other rescues or members of the public by loaning trapping equipment.

10- To assist other rescues by transporting their cats

11- To offer transport of cats to and from vet appointments to people without transport.

12- To advise the public where to go for assistance if Cat squad cannot assist due to resource or where it is more appropriate for another rescue to be called.

Partner Organisations

Cat Squad work with Meows Cat and Kitten Rescue in Dagenham in Essex. There is no formal written partnership agreement because Cat Squad do not intend to develop formal partnerships with other rescues. We refer to rescues that we work with as ‘Companions Rescues’.

Cat Squad work with Sue Cunningham who is an independent cat rescuer working around the Ilford area. We refer to her as a Companion.

Cat Squad intend to develop a network of Companions and the nature of all companion rescues we do / will work with is one of mutual assistance not formal partnerships.

For example – Meows Cat and Kitten Rescue advertise their cats needing homes on the adoption page on Cat Squads website, catsquad.org.

Cat Squad carry out home checks on their behalf if the applicants are located in the Southend or surrounding area, and if they ask us to do so.

Cat Squad refer overflow to Meows and so far Meows have taken four Cat Squad cats that we couldn’t foster due to resource. Meows attended to any veterinary needs and successfully found them homes. Currently Meows have one of Cat Squad’s stray cats who turned out to be pregnant. Meows are currently looking after her and her kittens.

Rehoming Services

Cat Squad operate its own rehoming service. Cat Squad publish their own cats for rehoming on the website catsquad.org.

We do not rehome on behalf of other cat rescues but we do assist other cat rescues to rehome their cats. We do this by allowing other cats rescues to post their cats on our adoption page on our website catsquad.org.

Cat Squad will always assist individuals to rehome their own cats by allowing people to post their cats on the Cat Squad facebook page, but giving guidance on home checking and always offering to home check for the individual. Cat Squad never charge for carrying out home checks for individuals or other rescues.
